As the
research continues, workgroup members will be meeting with mayors and council members to discuss the climate of
their council and constituents. Cities that could be targeted based on relationships that have already been
established are Kemah, Seabrook, and League City.

Should we coordinate an effort with all of the TMDL groups in the area to develop a larger message relevant to all of
the TMDLs? The group believes that enough overlap occurs with members of each of the TMDL Implementation
projects that active coordination is not necessary. We should continue to encourage participation and
communication with all of the bacteria projects in the area.
